As  you  explore  the  vihara,  pay  homage  to  the 
revered  Phra  Buddha  Ratchamongkol  Bodi  Tri  Lokanath 
statue.  This  sacred  image  is  believed  to  house  relics 
within  its  head,  making  it  a  particularly  significant 
pilgrimage  site  for  many  visitors.  Wat  Rong  Suea  Ten 
offers a unique blend of artistic expression and spiritual 
reverence.  The  vibrant  blue  hues  and  intricate  designs 
create  a  serene  and  calming  atmosphere,  inviting 
reflection and inner peace.
