Throughout the temple complex, discover 
hidden gems like the Phra Chao Tanjai and Phra Chao Ong 
Daeng  temples,  the  serene  Buddha  Footprints,  and  the 
Reclining  Buddha  Hall.  A  dedicated  museum  within  the 
temple  grounds  houses  a  treasure  trove  of  ancient 
artifacts, offering a glimpse into Lamphun's rich history. 
Wat Phra That Haripoon Chaiyaworamahawihan is more than

Lunch at the restaurant.

Standing proudly near the vihara is the Phra 
That Doi Phra Chan, a white chedi (pagoda) adorned with a 
multi-tiered golden crown. Its presence adds to the aura 
of  spiritual  significance  that  permeates  the  entire 
complex.
